EDguns will perform best when
using Diabolo lead pellets made by the JSB Company,
Czech Republic. Using pellets other than JSB may cause a
decrease in accuracy and because of this EDgun only
recommends Diablo JSB pellets. Leshiy air rifles are set to
the energy requirements of each importing country. The
EDgun Company assumes no liability for the user
violating their country’s laws regarding pellet gun energy.

It is the sole responsibility of the user and importer to
follow their country’s air rifle laws. Care should be taken
while using the Leshiy 2 ensuring that
the conditions are safe.

Cleaning the EDgun Leshiy is simple. Only clean the
barrel from the breech side. It is important that the clean-
ing patch travels the same direction as the projectile
would leave the barrel. This method will protect the bar-
rel's crown. Do not use metal brushes, rods, jags, or met-
al-wrapped bore snakes for cleaning. This can damage
the rifling and cause a loss of accuracy. Do not use harsh
petroleum based cleaners as they can damage or erode
the O-rings located in the airgun. It is recommended you
use a product that allows cleaning by pulling the patch
though the breech and out through the muzzle. Fishing
line or other similar products can be used. After cleaning
the lead deposits from the barrel, shoot 10-20 rounds
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thought the airgun before checking accuracy. Most
airgun barrels shoot well with a little lead in the barrel.
Should you have any questions or concerns, contact your
local EDgun representative.

Adjusting the Regulator: Slide the neoprene cover
along the tank to expose the pressure adjustment screw
in order to adjust the pressure reducer. To rotate the
adjusting ring, use an EDgun spanner (sold separately -
see illustration). Turning the adjustment ring clockwise,
the regulator pressure increases; counterclockwise
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it decreases. To adjust the regulator to lower the speed
(pressure), follow this procedure: Turn the adjusting
screw with the EDgun spanner 1/4 revolution {15 minutes)
counterclockwise, fire a few blank shots with the
magazine unloaded. Next, load the magazine with
ammunition, and use a chronograph to measure the
speed.

Airguns must be handled responsibly, and they should
be securely stored to prevent access by children and
other unauthorized users. EDgun Leshiy 2 should be
stored and transported in a folded position with the mag-
azine unloaded and/or removed from the breech to pre-
vent accidents or misuse. EDguns that cannot be folded
should be stored unloaded and decocked, with the maga
zine removed from the breech to prevent accidents or
misuse. Never handle an airgun when you are in an emo-
tional state, such as anger or depression, as your judg-
ment may be impaired.

Never shoot an airgun in celebration. Not only is this
unsafe, but it is generally illegal. A projectile fired into the
air can return to the ground with enough speed to cause
injury or death. Do not shoot at water, flat surfaces, or
hard surfaces. Hand your airgun to someone only after
you verify that it is unloaded and folded out of forward
battery. Take an airgun from someone only after you
verify that it is unloaded and folded out of forward bat-
tery. Airguns, alcohol, and drugs don't mix. Alcohol and
drugs can negatively affect judgment as well as physical
coordination. Alcohol and any other substances that are
likely to impair normal mental or physical functions
should not be used before or while handling airguns.
Avoid handling and using your airgun when you are
taking medications that cause drowsiness. If using an
airgun without a moderator installed, always use hearing
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protection, as the loud noise may result in hearing
damage. Always wear ear and eye protection when shoot-
ing an airgun or when within range of someone else firing
an airgun.

It is an airgun owner's responsibility to take all possible
steps to make sure a child cannot gain access to airguns.
Store your airgun in a safe and responsible manner at all
times. There is no such thing as being too careful with
children and airguns. Never assume that simply because
a toddler or young child may lack finger strength, they
can't pull the trigger or operate the weapon. A child’s
thumb is stronger than their other fingers. When a child’s
thumb pushes against a trigger, invariably the barrel of
the airgun is pointing directly at the child’'s face. Never
leave an airgun lying around the house where it can be
accessed by anyone other than the owner of the airgun.
To prevent injury or death caused by improper storage of
airguns in a home where children are likely to be present,
it is recommended owners should store all airguns
unloaded, lock them with a safety device, and store them
in a locked container. Ammunition should be stored in a
location separate from the airgun. Any machine can
malfunction. An airgun is no different. If your airgun
malfunctions, always keep the basic safety rules in mind
and immediately stop firing. Keep your weapon pointed
away from any potential targets or others around you
when you have a malfunction. EDgun and its partners
bear no responsibility for improper safety, misuse of
EDgun products, or any damage to life, property, or



health that may arise due to improper safety or misuse of
an EDgun, such as the points mentioned above. Airgun
safety is every owner's responsibility and obligation.
